In 2010 it will be 25 years since four former RAN Logistical Support Vietnam Veterans, held the meeting in HMAS LONSDALE to form the HMAS SYDNEY & VIETNAM LOGISTICAL SUPPORT VETERANS ASSOCIATION, which was to represent all the logistical support ships, destroyer escorts and other groups who made up the Logistical support effort in the Vietnam War.
Within one year we had grown to 500 plus members.

Our aims were simple.

1. Recognised as Veterans in our own right.

2. Full war service benefits.

3. War service Home Loan

4. Campaign Medal/s.

5. RAS badge.
6. Port to Port operational status.
Very soon branches formed in NSW, SA, QLD, WA and the ACT.

After a furious, exhausting, campaign Australia wide, the united efforts of all state branches resulted in seeing us as being deemed to be allotted, this happened 15 November 1985, other results followed campaign medal 1992 and port to port provisions in 1997.
In early 1992 Allen Porter, President of the HMAS SYDNEY Association Victoria, approached our committee and put forward a plan to amalgamate the two Associations, this was completed in a very short period of time.

This had immediate benefits for the old & bold SYDNEY II members, as we had a bronze plate cast, engraved and attached to a memorial plinth in HMAS CERBERUS, dedicated on the 15th of November 1992, in remembrance to the crew lost in SYDNEY II. 
1992 also saw the granting of full membership to any sailor who had served in the FESR. Victoria’s membership at 2009 is over 590 members consisting of WWII, Korea, Malayan Emergency, Indonesian Confrontation, FESR, Vietnam, Somalia and Gulf Veterans, plus many SYDNEY II descendants as Associate members.

All current & former members are invited to take part in this once in a lifetime reunion long weekend, from Friday 23 April - Monday 26, 2010.

As you see, it is the ANZAC DAY weekend and if Mr. Brumby keeps his word it will be a long weekend.
